1. Introduction
Papers should be submitted as an electronic file, preferably .doc. Papers should be written in English and should not be longer than 20 pages with 1 spacing (Times New Roman, size: 11), including figures, tables, and references. Please use this format. The figures and tables are to be referred to in the text by number, not by page or indication such as “below” or “above”.

The list at the end should correspond to those in the text; they should be arranged alphabetically, and for the same author chronologically.  References in text should be indicated in either of the two ways used in the following examples (Maskell et. al. 1998) or (Maskell 1998)

2. Format Guidelines

Tables and figures should be numbered and references to them must be in the text. Acceptable labeling is Table 1 for a table and Figure 1 for a figure. The title of the table or figure is placed above and the source is referenced below the table or figure. The text should be composed in such a manner that the page containing the reference precedes the referenced figure or Tables and figures in portrait format are not acceptable.
